
Attachment 4.12(b) Annual Estimates of Individuals to be Served and Cost of Services
It is estimated that the Vocational Rehabilitation (VR) program during FY 2003 will serve 1,365 eligible individuals.  Twenty-seven of those determined eligible for VR will receive supported employment services provided under Part B of Title VI of the Act.  During FY 2004 the VR program projects to serve 1,370 eligible individuals.  It is anticipated that 26 of the eligible individuals served during FY 2004 will receive supported employment services provided under Part B of Title VI of the Act. 

We are fairly confident it will not be necessary to implement an order of selection during the remainder of FY 2003.  We do not anticipate that an order of selection will be implemented during FY 2004; however, in the event it becomes necessary to amend the State plan to implement an order of selection, the agency will work with the Rehabilitation Council to identify the order to be served.  If budget projections are accurate, all eligible individuals will receive services during FY 2004.


We project that $2,250,000 of case service funds will be utilized to purchase VR services for eligible individuals during FY 2003.  Another $67,500 of Title VI, Part B funds will be utilized to purchase time-limited services for those individuals in supported employment.

During FY 2004 we project that $2,310,000 of case service funds will be utilized to purchase VR services for eligible individuals.  Another $65,000 of Title VI, Part B funds are expected to be utilized to purchase time-limited services for those individuals in supported employment.
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
